The request for feedback about the idea for curbside vacuuming of leaves 
received an overwhelmingly positive response from residents. Unfortunately, 
we will not be able to provide the service this year.  Finding a company with a 
crew and vacuum led me to Benjamin Lawn & Landscape. The cost was $19/
house, and while that was an excellent discount (regularly $45/house), it was 
substantially higher than the quote we had gotten two years ago, and we do 
not have the money in the budget. We will ask for your feedback again before 
we submit the 2013 budget (the 2012 budget has already been approved with 
the City).

If you would like to be more involved with your neighborhood associa-
tion, you may want to become a Board Member. Please call me to learn more 
about the commitment and/or to have your name added to the ballot. Elec-
tions are held at the Annual Meeting (Feb 2012).

Clean-Up: Lawn Waste, Bulky 
Trash & Hazardous Waste
Here are some details as to what the City will and will not accept when it picks up lawn waste:

•  Sacks and bundles should be curbside by 7 a.m. on the scheduled day of collection.
•  No more than 20 sacks and/or bundles per household.
•  Sacks and bundles must not weigh more than 40 pounds each
•  Use only paper lawn debris sacks. No plastic bags.
•  If you seal sacks, use masking tape only; do not use plastic or duct tape.
•  No grass clippings. No trash.
•  All branches must be bundled. Branches must not be more than 3 inches in diameter.
•  �Bundles of branches must not be more than 2 feet in diameter and not more than 4 feet long.
•  Use twine or jute rope to tie bundles; do not use wire or plastic tape.
•  If wet weather is forecast, cover sacks/bundles with clear plastic.

If you are interested in scheduling a bulky trash pick-up, you may do so 
by calling 311; you may also schedule a pick-up online on the City’s web-
site at kcmo.org. The Department of Public Works’ section of this website pro-
vides guidelines concerning what the City will and will not pick up.

The City also operates a Hazardous Waste Drop-Off Site at 4707 Deramus Ave., which is open 
Thursdays and Fridays from 9:00 a.m.–6:00 p.m. and Saturdays from 9:00 a.m.-4:00 p.m.  This 
center accepts paint, automotive fuels and household batteries; for a complete list of what is ac-
cepted, see the City website at www.kcmo.org. The midtown Home Depot store does recycle 
compact fluorescent light bulbs; there is a receptacle near the returns area. Please note that the 
store does not accept larger fluorescent tube light bulbs.

Redistricting
You may have heard that Kansas 
City is in the midst of re-drawing 
the City Council district boundar-
ies. Our Greenway Fields neighbor-
hood is currently located in the 4th 
District, and we are represented by 
Councilwoman Jan Marcason as well 
as At-Large Councilman Jim Glover.  
The southern boundary of the 4th 
District is currently 79th Street, but 
under the proposed new plan, this 
southern boundary will shift to 59th 
Street, resulting in our moving to the 
6th District. 

In order to find out how this 
move will affect our neighborhood, 
Greenway Fields past-president Katie 
Allison and I, along with neighbor 
Marsha Ramsey, recently met with 
our Councilpersons Jan and Jim to 
talk about redistricting. 

The redistricting legally must 
happen because, since the last Cen-
sus, 70,000 people have moved out of 
the city center and now reside either 

north of the river, or farther south. The districts must be re-drawn 
to reflect these shifts in Kansas City’s population distribution. 

What I learned from the meeting is that we will be a part of an 
all-residential district whose businesses are mostly neighborhood 
owned (versus The Plaza and Briarcliff). Also, our PIAC (Public 
Improvements Advisory Committee) money opportunity may in-
crease since we will no longer be competing with initiatives at 
Crossroads, The Plaza, West Bottoms, etc. 

The other good news is that the current Councilman in the 
6th District is John Sharp. He is known for being a strong ad-
vocate for residents. I had a meeting with a current 6th District 
HOA last week and one of the topics was redistricting. With redis-
tricting, they move to the 5th District; they were sad because they 
are losing John Sharp and they spoke very highly of him.

I had been concerned about being split from the Plaza and more 
of the central-city areas, but our meeting reassured me that we will 
have a great deal in common with the other areas represented by 
the 6th District.  The City’s website, www.kcmo.org, has more infor-
mation about redistricting, including maps, if you would like to find 
out more about this issue. I wanted you to know what I learned.
