The homeowner would still be responsible for payment, 
and contractor selection, but the provider would allow a discount for the volume. Other HOA’s have been 
successful with this type of arrangement, and we are looking into it.

It's beginning to look like spring. As I write this, the lawn crew is busy cleaning the leaves and some debris from 
our yards.

In working with Mark these past two years, the board has become aware that there will come a time when some 
plantings need to be removed and/or replaced. Trees become damaged by disease beyond repair treatments 
and plantings outlive their natural lifespan.

Their natural beauty will not only bring greater sustainability to 
our landscaping but would require less water, trimming, and pest control which could also result in savings for 
the community.
